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A Lutheran Woman in Mission 
      Are you one?  As soon as 

Lutheran women arrived in this 

country, they began to use their 

gifts to sew altar paraments, care 

for orphans and the needy, and 

support hospitals.  Even then, 

women were in mission using 

their gifts and abilities to serve 

God and His people. 

 

In 1942, the formation of a national organization 

was encouraged by our synod.  We became known 

as the Lutheran Womenôs Missionary League 

(LWML).  One of the most important lessons we 

learned from those early LWML members, was 

their continued reliance on God for guidance and 

their commitment to spread Godôs love in their 

service. 

 

Where are you in this service?  At the present 

time, there is a critical  need for someone to step 

up to the plate to have their name submitted to run 

for the office of 1
st
 Vice President, and Financial 

Secretary.  What does this entail?  For 1
st
 Vice: to 

have some knowledge of bylaws (or be willing to 

learn), be the contact person for changes in 

numbers in the Quarterly, and have leadership 

ability to be able to step in for the president, 

should the need arise.  The Financial Secretary 

needs to be someone with some financial 

experience.  She receives all the mites from 

societies, records and accounts for them, and 

sends the check on to the treasurer.  She also 

sends a yearly billing statement to each society for 

their Quarterlies and travel equalization.

 At the time of this 

writing, the area Lutheran 

churches of Southeast AL have 

just completed working our 

ñWiregrass Lutheranò / 

Thrivent Booth at the National 

Peanut Festival (NPF) in 

Dothan, AL.  The NPF is our 

version of a county fair, although with a few more 

rides and food options than I remember as a kid 

growing up in rural AR.   

 At the booth we asked Bible trivia 

questions and gave away popcorn and prizes.  The 

members of whichever Lutheran church 

responsible for the booth that day would also have 

an opportunity to promote their congregation.   

You are probably not surprised to learn 

that many of the volunteers from my church were 

women from the LWML!  Our goal was to engage 

the patrons.  If they got 3 trivia questions correct 

in a row, they would win a soda can ñhuggieò 

imprinted with Lutherôs Seal and the city names in 

which our various Lutheran churches are located.   

 Of all the people that came by the booth, 

one little boy stood out.  He appeared to be about 

11 or 12 years old, with a sister in tow of about 6.  

His family looked to have a South Asian ancestry.  

I thought they might have been from India.  The 

boy was very intelligent, answering many of my 

questions.  His sister, however, did not know any 

of them!   

ñDonôt you go to church with your 

brother?ò  I asked her. 

ñI donôt go to church.ò she said.   

The boy then chimed in, ñWeôre Muslim.ò   

He proceeded to tell me that he has studied 

the Koran and thinks that the Koran and the Bible 

are not really that far apart.   

What to say!?  Where to begin!? 

I told him the Bible says that Jesus is the 

Son of God and that Jesus died for the sins of the 

world, but the Koran says Jesus is not Godôs son 

and did not die for our sins.  The boy dismissed 

these differences as minor saying (basically), 

ñOther than that, theyôre close.ò 

Other than that, theyôre close. 

How much time did we have?  What to say 

next?   

I encouraged him to read the Bible for 

itself and the Koran for itself and to let the Lord 

lead his thoughts.  Then he and his sister left.   

His name is Hussein.  I wonder where the 

Lord will lead him?  I hope a seed was planted 

and that it will yield future fruité   

At such times in our witnessing we may 

become discouraged thinking it all depends on us.
