The women of Trinity Lutheran Church in Hanceville, AL, are busy these days with a yearlong
slate of activities celebrating their congregation's 125th Anniversary. Every month through
February, 2010, the church will be hosting guest speakers including former pastors,
missionaries and ordained sons of Trinity. The LWML will be hosting a reception and lunch
after each one.

While the congregation was founded in 1885, Trinity's "Ladies Aid Society" formed later, in
1937, through the efforts of Mrs. Emma Burkart, widow of Trinity's pioneer pastor, Rev. C.
Burkart, who had served the congregation from 1887 to 1888. The women of the church met in
Mrs.Burkart's home for quilting, and the money raised from the sale of the quilts bought needed
furnishings for the parsonage.

The women's group officially joined the LWML in 1945, and through the years, has welcomed
many opportunities to serve the Lord with gladness. Quilts are still being made but are now
sent to Lutheran World Relief. Monthly support goes to Lutheran Bible Translators, a
missionary family, and Save a Life. The group hosts a December birthday party at the local
nursing home and provides birthday cakes to hospice one month a year. Soup and sandwich
suppers are furnished before Advent and Lenten services. For the past two years a Welcome
basket was prepared and reception held for the freshmen women at Wallace State Community
College and in 2008 over 100 turbans were made for local cancer patients.
